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Canadian Tuberous Sclerosis Clinic Opens in Montreal
A new Tuberous Sclerosis Complex clinic—the first of its kind in Canada—began seeing patients in mid-July at Ste-Justine children’s hospital in Montreal.

The clinic was started and is overseen by Dr. Philippe Major, a Canadian neurologist whose major interest is TSC. Dr. Major is returning to Montreal from the Tuberous Sclerosis clinic at Massachusetts General Hospital in Boston—one of the world’s best-respected TS clinics, under the direction of Dr. Elizabeth Thiele. 
The goal of the Montreal clinic is to provide the kind of co-ordinated and informed care that people living with the effects of tuberous sclerosis complex so desperately need. A story about Dr. Major’s plans for the new clinic appeared in the Sept. 2007 edition of Connections.

The opening of the Montreal clinic could prove to be a hugely significant development for TSC patients and their families in Canada, since it will be the first of its kind. Dozens of similar clinics have operated in the United States for several years now, and Canada has lagged far behind. We at TS Canada hope that Dr. Major’s much-needed efforts will be replicated in cities across the country, so that people with TSC can receive top-notch, co-ordinated care wherever they live. In the meantime, however, the Montreal clinic is an important and welcome first step.
